DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

12.1
Decision to Race - The helm and crew of a boat are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore and nothing, whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.

12.2
It is for the helm and crew of the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she will find herself . By launching or going to sea, and or staying at sea, the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and her crew is competent to sail and compete in them.

12.3 
Nothing done by the organiser can reduce the responsibility of the helm or crew of a boat nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury , however it may have occurred  as a result of the boat taking part in racing . The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event and includes the Organising Authority, the Race Committee,  the Race Officers, patrol boats and beach masters.

The safety of the yacht & crew is the sole responsibilty of the person in charge & that the yacht is seaworthy and carries the necessary safety equipment on board.  All safety equipement is properly maintained and stowed  and that the crew know where it is kept & how it is to be used.  Life-jackets or other adequate personal buoyancy to be available to all competitors at all times whilst afloat.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

South Ionian Rally
RACE NUMBERS: Your race number must be attached to the guardrails on the     starboard bow.

BRIEFING: On Monday 12th Sept a skippers briefing will take place close to the start line at the entrance to Poros bay verbally from the committee boat ‘Toucan’ and on VHF channel 8. Subsequent briefings for  Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday will be confirmed at the prize giving on the preceeding evening. 

CLASSES:  The fleet will be split into two classes, similar to the Southern Ionian Regatta

STARTS: All starts will be between a fixed point ashore and a designated Vessel or Mark.  On the first day at Poros the race start will be at 2pm.
The starts will occur promptly as stated and will be called on VHF Channel 8 and by sound & flag signal (flag sequence to be confirmed). Delays to the start will be annouced at the skippers briefings.

Boats OCS (on course side) at the start gun shall be informed by sound signal and VHF.

The onus of proof is not on the committee boat. OCS boats must round the start yacht  to re-start without infringing any other competitor.

COURSE: Day 1 – Poros to Kastos

        Day 2 – Kastos / Nisos Formikoula to Little Vathi

        Day 3 – Little Vathi to Dessimi bay via a course to be set at the briefing

        Day 4 – Tiglia Isand to Sivota leaving Arkoudi to Starboard 

FINISH: All finishes will be between a fixed point ashore and a designated mark or vessel. Full details will be given at the skippers briefing each day.
If it is necessary to shorten the course, you  shall be informed by VHF.
There are no instructions concerning any other Islands which appear along the route.
VHF working channel will be channel 8
Handicaps will be adjusted as per the Southern Ionian Regatta or through subsequently modified number.

Shore Side Information
· Due to the nature and size of the local harbours it will not be possible to fit everyone on the quay. However there will be plenty of room for people to anchor. Anchoring is often the quieter option!
· This year we are unable to accept all types of dinghies for towing.  We can accept hard bottomed ribs only and these will be towed around the course by ‘Sentana’.  Those of you with inflatable dinghies, please deflate and stow on your yacht.  We will provide a ferry service Mon, Tues & Wed night.  On Wed night we will return any ribs / tenders that we have been given to tow, we are unable to take responsibility for any tenders during the race on Thursday.  Due to obvious difficulties on Thurs you will have to make your own arrangements if you choose to anchor in Sivota bay and not on the quay.
· In Kastos we will be using the Belos Taverna as our base for the prize giving.  There is also a small supermarket across from the quay.
· In Little Vathi we will be using Karnagio Taverna (first one on the right before entering the town harbour area).  There is a small supermarket where you can pre order fresh bread and ice for the following morning.  
· For Night 3, sonething a little special this year… we will be rafting you up in Dessimi bay for a beach BBQ provided by Pirofani Taverna.  This will be a ticket affair so please book & pay for your crew & friends in advance, the cost is 15 euro per head.  
· In Sivota there is a wide choice of tavernas. And for those of you that have not been before, a fantastic party! As we will be joining the Southern Ionian Regatta, there will be close to 200 boats and their crews in Sivota that night.  Definitely a night not to be missed.
